The guide bracket supports U-shaped legs which move freely 
up and down, allowing user to lower the seat to sitting 
position or fold against the wall, and is held in place by clip 
with spring action. The spring at the top of the base plate holds 

the seat in an upright position. When seat is pulled down, legs 
are released from the spring and the seat folds down into sitting 
position. Note:  Grab bars should be specified in conjunction 
with all shower seats.
